This is the short version….
The main reason for the cancellation was a budget shortage of about $3,200.  However, and in addition, false, inaccurate, misleading and unprofessional statements made by USA Cycling staff in a reply to an online interview and to the race director personally by the CEO of USA Cycling, was the deciding factor.  
On February 22nd, USA Cycling CEO Steve Johnson told Andy Bohlmann in a phone conversation that:  1. “You are a problem promoter causing more problems than 10 promoters; 2. “Get out of the ‘70’s; 3. that he didn’t like what was on the Sand Creek Sports website.  Referring, in part, to a deposition of himself when USAC was sued, and lost, in a lawsuit regarding the USAC/USA Cycling Foundations takeover of USAC; 4.  And that e-mails sent by Andy Bohlmann often reached his desk.  Of course they did.  They were sent with the express purpose to a third party knowing full well they couldn’t be trusted and would be forwarded to him!  Note:  Go to the Articles page at www.sandcreeksports.com for these Googled articles.

After a cyclingnews.com interview with race director Andy Bohlmann, which was published online, cyclingnews.com contacted a USAC staff person who then proceeded to give inaccurate information which was then put into that interview. All of Andy’s comments can be verified with e-mail time/date “stamps.”   Cyclingnews.com would not update the story with factual information.
The USA Cycling staff person said the 2011 UCI Calendar Inscription forms were first  sent  (e-mailed) April 29.  But that e-mail has a June 21st date on it.  Go here and you decide.  She lied!

After the second cyclingews.com “update,” the venue director for the Pro XCT race resigned in disgust with USAC and requested the termination of that USAC employee and copied the USAC CEO.
Also, August 31, 2010 Race Technical Director's e-mails with that USAC staff person. This is a "must read" as they further collaborate our timeline. 
This race could have continued without that needed $3,200.  But the very unprofessional and lies by USAC staff was too much.  Sand Creek Sports races will no longer be sanctioned through USAC.

Nothing less than a personal apology by Steve Johnson is acceptable.
